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Plans for the Pony Express were spurred by
the threat of the Civil War and the need for fast-
er communication with the West. The Pony Ex-
press consisted of relays of men riding horses
carrying saddlebags of mail across a 2000-mile
trail. The express route was extremely hazard-
ous, but only one mail delivery was ever lost.
