
In 1835, the most infamous of the treaties was negotiated at New Echota, Georgia, the 
Cherokee capital.  By riverboat, wagon and horseback - but mainly on foot - the Cherokee 
began their forced exile across the Mississippi.   Over four thousand men, women, and 
children made that fateful journey. 
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
